Take Advantage of Your Workers’ Compensation Construction Credit

As many NESCA members are aware, in 1993 New York State implemented a program to address premium differences between high wage and low wage paying employers in the construction industry.  The Construction Classification Premium Adjustment Program (CCPAP) provides premium credits to eligible employers regardless of their carrier and can be as much as 10% or greater.


Aon Risk Solutions, Inc., NESCA’s Workers’ Compensation Safety Group Manager, is pleased to take this opportunity to remind the association members to file your PAP applications On LINE & On TIME with the New York  Compensation Insurance Rating Rating Board.  The Rating Board highly recommends employers apply online for your PAP credit.  Please go to: http://cpap.nycirb.org to apply.  In order to ensure a credit, it is imperative the correct quarter payroll is used and that all instructions are followed, especially with reference to Limited Payroll. 


To qualify for a credit in New York:

· You must have employees who earn an hourly wage of $15.50 or more in one or more of the eligible class codes.  

· You have until your expiration date to file, however if you are filing within your current policy term you will be required to adhere to additional rules and be subject to Rating Board approval .

· The program uses the third quarter (July, August, & September) payrolls as shown below:
